WHEREAS, the Fernwood Grange was established 83 years ago in 1930 and remains active today, and the Grange Hall itself will celebrate its 65th anniversary during the month of May, 2013; and

WHEREAS, during the last 83 years the members of the Fernwood Grange have hosted numerous community-wide dinners and other events; and 
WHEREAS, the Fernwood Grange continues to carry out community-oriented work by donating knit hats for the Providence Newberg Birth Center, collecting and distributing clothing and other items to the VA Hospital, hosting regular Irish folk dancing classes and other events open to the public.
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS PROCLAIMED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Newberg, Oregon, declare the Fernwood Grange has served Newberg for over 80 years and continues to maintain the area’s agricultural heritage and strong sense of community.
