III. Proposed Amendments - Boarders 
 
Barton explained the draft as proposed.   
 
Mike explained that it is difficult to enforce.  People who do not have housing do not have other 
alternatives, and do not have money to pay fines. 
 
Denise explained that the culture does not recognize extended families living together.  This changes the 
culture. 
 
Mike suggested that the regulations could trigger fire safety rules and parking rules.  If a dwelling is 
overcrowded, it could be required to move cars, install fire alarms, and so forth. 
 
Barton will draft a proposal for the next meeting. 
 
VI. Proposed Amendments - Annexation 
 
Barton presented and explained the proposed ordinance.  The committee discussed the maximum 
size for batch annexations – 2, 3, or 5 acres.  Mike suggested allowing larger properties under a 
variance process.  Barton said that could be done “with consent of the city council.” 
 
Doug suggested that the batch is intended to cover the small properties, with minimal 
development potential.  Barton suggested fewer than three buildable acres, or larger with consent 
of the City Council. 
 
Barton asked about the City charter amendment.  The committee recommended that the City 
Council consider appropriate changes at some later date. 
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The committee recommended that for next batch annexation there be no charge; after that they 
recommended a fee of $500 to be included. 
 
VII. Retention of Manufactured Housing Parks 
 
The committee discussed the possibility of using urban renewal as a mechanism to improve 
parks that are in danger.  This would collect a pool of funds that could go into improving the 
parks.  Their property taxes would fund this.  The subcommittee recommended pursuing this 
concept.

RE: Housing Occupancy and Property Maintenance Ordinance   
 
At our last meeting, we discussed modifying the limits on housing occupancy to encourage affordable 
housing.  The committee voted to consider the issue relating to the safety and external impacts of 
overcrowding of housing.  Safety impacts might be related to installing smoke detectors or proper 
exiting.  External impacts might be related to parking, garbage accumulation, maintenance, or similar 
impacts. 
 
I spoke about this issue with Cody Gardner, our Code enforcement officer.  He is working on a 
property maintenance ordinance that deals with many of these issues.  I have invited him to our 
January 26 meeting to discuss the issue. 
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
