To all City of Newberg Food Service Establishments (FSE): 
Including (but not limited to) Schools, Care Homes, Hotels, Community Kitchens, Catering, Coffee Shops, Markets, and Meat Cutting Facilities.


Fats, Oils and Grease (F.O.G) in the sewer system create numerous problems for the Public Works Department, businesses and residents.  F.O.G sticks to the inside of sewer pipes, causing partial and sometimes complete blockages. Blockages result in sewage backing up into businesses or homes and in sanitary sewer overflows (SSO’s) that contaminate the environment. Backups result in health issues and costly cleanups. Main line blockages and SSO’s are expensive to fix and can result in fines to the City, which result in higher costs to our citizens. 
To prevent blockages, lines need to be cleaned frequently. That is paid for by residents and businesses through higher sewer rates. In addition, Wastewater Treatment facilities are not designed to treat the FOG that reaches the plant which interferes with the treatment processes and contributes to higher operating costs. 

The City of Newberg has a F.O.G (Fats Oils and Grease) ordinance to reduce blockages and maintenance in the sewer system.  Food Service Establishments have certain requirements under the ordinance which may include working onsite grease traps. The text of the ordinance is printed on the back of this notice.   

In conjunction with this ordinance, the City also operates a FOG Prevention Program. 
The purpose of this program is to: 

· Reduce sanitary sewer overflows/obstructions caused by FOG entering the sewer system.
· Educate the public and FSE’s as to how to reduce FOG in the sewers.
· Assist parties in compliance of the ordinance.
Over the next year, City staff will be conducting inspections of all Food Service Establishments. The purpose of the City of Newberg FOG program is to reduce blockages and prevent costly damage to the City system, local businesses and to the public. Your cooperation in these efforts is greatly appreciated.

City of Newberg Code 13.10.080
E. Disposal of Oil and Grease.

1. Effective February 8, 1983, all new restaurants employing an oil and/or grease process shall install an approved oil/grease trap before discharging to the POTW. In the case of other users (including preexisting restaurants), grease, oil and sand interceptors shall be provided when, in the opinion of the director, they are necessary for: the proper handling of liquid wastes containing oil or grease in excessive amounts as to cause plugging or maintenance problems within the collection system; any flammable wastes and/or other harmful ingredients. The interceptors shall be so located as to be readily and easily accessible for cleaning and inspection, and shall be approved by the director prior to installation.

2. Grease and oil interceptors shall be constructed of impervious materials capable of withstanding abrupt and extreme changes in temperature. They shall be of substantial construction, watertight, and equipped with easily removable covers which, when bolted in place, shall be gastight and watertight.

3. Where installed, all grease, oil and sand interceptors shall be maintained by the owner, at the owner’s expense, in continuously efficient operation. All cleaning residues shall be satisfactorily disposed of in an approved, environmentally acceptable manner. [Ord. 2713 Exh.
